The Maintenance Worker shall have the ability to operate light and medium sized 
construction and power equipment, such as mechanized broom, compressor, 
rollers, sewer jetter truck or backhoe/loader.  Performs required labor involved in 
construction and maintenance projects as part of a crew, including pavement 
cutting, shoveling placing and compacting asphalt, building of concrete forms, 
concrete placing and finishing, sanitary and storm sewer manhole and line 
cleaning.  Candidates must possess a valid Wisconsin Motor Vehicle Operators 
License, including CDL endorsements.
