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The meeting was called to order by Council President Kay Koach at 6:05 PM.

The City Clerk reported that notice of the meeting was given to the official newspaper and posted on the bulletin board in City Hall on Thursday, December 28, 2017.
2018-001 President Koach opened a Public Hearing on a Resolution to Revise the Approved Development Plan for Neshotah Shores Planned Unit Development (PUD), Related to Architectural Changes to Include Attached Garages and the Addition of an 8-Stall Detached Garage.  A motion was made by Council Member Shimulunas, seconded by Council Member Gagnon, to waive reading and adopt the Resolution.  Upon a roll call vote, (9) Kay Koach, Darla LeClair, Jack Powalisz, Bonnie Shimulunas, Mark Bittner, John Casavant, David England, Patrick Gagnon and Erin Gonnerman.  Noes (0) None.  Motion carried.

Chief Schneider presented a Captain’s Badge to Captain, Eric Isselmann, newly-promoted Captain with the Two Rivers Fire Department.  City Council members extended their congratulations to Captain Isselmann. 
Status/Update Reports.

Mr. Buckley reported that the City’s purchase of 1523 East River Street (Blue Goose) closed on December 27, 2017.

2.
Mr. Buckley reported that Vinton Construction is now occupying the former St. Peter the Fisherman School on 33rd Street, in TID No. 11.
3.
Mr. Buckley reported on the promotion of Electric Utility Employee Jason Harteau to Expert Class Lineman.
4.
Mr. Buckley gave an update on the Electric Lineworkers' Mutual Aid mission to the US Virgin Islands.
5.
The City Manager reported that forty-three of the seventy-one lead service laterals in the current lead service lateral replacement contract have been replaced.

Mr. Buckley stated that the right of way plat for the East Side Bike Trail Project has been completed, and the City’s property acquisition consultant has ordered appraisals for the properties required for right-of-way. 
7.
Mr. Buckley reported on the Hamilton Property Acquisition, and stated that he would have further information to present to the City Council in closed session.
8.
Mr. Buckley reported on the Canadian National Railroad Property Acquisition
9.
Mr. Buckley reported that Fire Department Captain Lee Stadler and Fire Department Administrative Assistant Debra Timm retired on December 29, 2017.
10.
Mr. Buckley detailed a Christmas Day accident by the Lester Public Library, which damaged the Library fence and a brick column and resulted in a drunk driving citation.

Mr. Buckley gave an update on the Paragon property collection actions related to that company’s City loan.    He stated that, in consultation with the City Attorney and with notice to Paragon Partners, he had authorized putting gas service at the property in the City’s name, effective December 23, 2018, so gas service could be restored.     This cost will be added to the City’s court claim against the company.

Mr. Buckley reported three candidates have filed papers for City Council Member position for the April 3rd Election:  incumbents Patrick Gagnon and Jack Powalisz, and Curt Andrews.

A motion was made by Council Member Gagnon, seconded by Council Member Gonnermann, to approve the Consent Agenda with the various actions recommended.  Upon a voice call vote.  Motion carried.
(2018-006) President Koach presented an Encroachment License Agreement Between the City of Two Rivers and Tom L. Backler, as Trustee of the Tom L. Backler Revocable Living Trust (“Licensee”).
A motion was made by Council Member Powalisz, seconded by Council Member LeClair, to authorize the City Manager and City Clerk to sign the agreement on behalf of the City, as recommended by the Plan Commission.  Upon a voice call vote.  Motion carried.
(2018-007) President Koach presented a Right-of Way Privilege Agreement to Allow a Propane Tank and Vaporizer/Mixer Assembly and Chain-link Fence to Continue to be Located in the Right-of-Way at 1912 Columbus, Submitted by Tom Backler, (Trustee).
A motion was made by Council Member England, seconded by Council Member Powalisz, to approve Right-of Way Privilege Agreement as recommended by the Plan Commission.  Upon a voice call vote.  Motion carried.
(2018-008) President Koach presented the recommendation from City staff and McMahon Associates for Award of Bid for Vets Park Resurfacing and Storm Water Project.  
A motion was made by Council Member Gagnon, seconded by Council Member Casavant, to award the bid to Vinton Construction Company, in its low bid amount of $358,857.28.  Mr. Buckley noted that the project would be about $45,000 over budget, based on this bid, but that McMahon reports that general construction bids are running higher in 2018 than in 2018.    He also noted the that the City’s grant agreement with DNR for funding assistance on this project requires that it be completed by June 30, 2018.  Upon a voice call vote.  Motion carried.
(2018-009) Appointment to Advisory Recreation Board—City Manager recommends appointment of Daniel Cortte, 3918 Bellevue Place, to a term expiring May 1, 2021

A motion was made by Council Member Gonnerman, seconded by Council Member England, to approve the appointment.  Upon a voice call vote.  Motion carried.
(2018-010) President Koach presented a resolution Implementing Municipal-Wide Energy Management Policy.  
A motion was made by Council Member LeClair, seconded by Council Member Powalisz to waive reading and adopt the resolution.  Mr. Kozak explained that the resolution commits the City to striving to reduce electric, gas and water usage by 2 percent in coming years.   Upon a roll call vote, (9) Darla LeClair, Jack Powalisz, Bonnie Shimulunas, Mark Bittner, John Casavant, David England, Patrick Gagnon, Erin Gonnerman and Kay Koach.  Noes (0) None.  Motion carried.
