Councilmember LeClair stated that he received a concern regarding a wheelchair sidewalk ramp on 25th and Forest Avenue near the old cemetery-an individual using a wheelchair had a hard time getting up on to the side walk.

	Two Rivers Waterworks Water Fluoridation Quality Award


Mr. Buckley shared the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention Award presented by the WI Department of Health Services to the Two Rivers Water Utility for keeping chlorine levels in the drinking water system within the optimal range for all 12 months of 2017.  The CDC in 2015 issued new guidelines, for the first time since 1962, regarding optimal fluoride levels in the nation's public water systems.  The new recommended level is 0.7 milligrams per liter.  Most systems had previously maintained fluoride levels of .08 to 1.2 milligrams per liter.

	Community Branding Project


Mr. Buckley stated the Civic Brand's Two Rivers visit was Wednesday, July 17 to Saturday, July 20.  The City Council members were invited to a consulting team reception, along with the Branding Committee at 6:00 PM on Wednesday, July 17 at Sepia Chapel.  The session was posted as a public meeting.  
Two Rivers Rotary will meet with the Civic Brands team for a breakfast meeting on July 18.  Members of the Two Rivers Business Association were invited to a breakfast meeting on July 19. 
Councilmember Curt Andrews chairs the Branding and Marketing Committee.
The first Civic Brand visit will allow the Civic Brand team plenty of time to explore Two Rivers on their own with visits for biking the bike trails, kayaking the water trail, Rogers Street Fishing Village, Hamilton Wood Type & Printing Museum, Historic Washington House/Ed Berner's Ice Cream Parlor, the EVP Beach Volleyball Tournament, Kiwanis Fish Derby and Optimists Fishing Parade going on during the weekend.

	East River Gateway Planning Project


Mr. Buckley reported that representatives of SmithGroup spent the day in Two Rivers on July 10.  They met with four area property owners and City staff during the day and met for nearly 2 hours with the nine member Citizen Planning Committee that evening.  The next site visit and meeting with the Committee will be on July 31.
	4.
	South Breakwater Trail


Mr. Buckley stated the quarter-mile long, 8 foot wide, paved “spur” off Mariners Trail will provide improved access to the south breakwater on Lake Michigan.  The project also includes interpretive signage and a mural across the back of Seagull Marina’s maintenance building.
This $125,00 project is being funded in part with a $48,000 grant from Wisconsin’s Coastal Management Program and a $30,000 grant from the West Foundation.
The project will be completed this year.  DNR just approved grant extension to December 31, 2019.
Work started four weeks ago at the breakwater end of the project, with construction of a 12-foot long “bridge” to the pier over a drainage way that runs alongside the pier.  
DPW crews are continuing with grading and base preparation for the trail, working from the pier back toward Memorial Drive.  Bids for paving will be opened in August.

	Paragon Partners Foreclosure and Sheriff's Sale


Mr. Buckley reported that Paragon Partners LLC has defaulted on repayment of a $750,000 City loan and $250,000 County loan.  City and County are in a joint first mortgage position; they have obtained a foreclosure judgment.
Sheriff’s Sale scheduled for May 14 was first put off to June 11 at the request of the City and the County.  Has since been put off to July 23.
City Attorney updated the BIDC and Council Personnel & Finance Committee on July Another update for Council will occur at this meeting in closed session.

	Signs to be Installed Along to STH 42 Detour


Mr. Buckley stated that signage has been installed on the east bound STH 310 at Columbus and the approaching Columbus Street's intersection with Memorial Drive.

	Financing for 2019 Capital Projects ($1,785,000) and Refinancing of Extending Debt for Interest Savings ($1,610,000) Closed on July 8


Mr. Buckley reported on the borrowing for 2019 Capital Projects & refinancing of existing debt for interest savings authorized on June 3 and closed on July 8.  The $1,785,000 in 10 year debt for new 2019 capital projects (2.69 %).  The $1,610,000 in refinancing for lower interest rates (2.82%).
The market offering for refinancing of $3,450,000 in existing debt for interest savings currently being prepared for late July.
