Call to Order
The City Council meeting was called to order by City Council President Patrick Gagnon at 6:30 PM.

Roll Call
Council Members present:  David England, Patrick Gagnon, Erin Gonnerman, William LeClair, Jack Powalisz, Jay Remiker, Bonnie Shimulunas, Curt Andrews, Mark Bittner.
Also present were:  Gregory Buckley, City Manager; Elizabeth Runge, Economic Development Director/City Planner; Dave Buss, Finance Director; Ross Blaha, Water Utility Director and Jack Bruce, City Attorney.
Presentation to City Council by Major General Timothy Zadalis (USAF, Retired) Regarding Proposed Statue Honoring Medal of Honor Recipient Sgt. Andrew Miller (US Army, 95th Infantry Division, killed in action WWII)

Major General Zadalis gave a presentation regarding Staff Sgt. Andrew Miller and the importance of erecting a permanent memorial in his honor in Two Rivers Central Park.  He presented a timeline for the efforts to raise funds for this project and requested the City Council’s support for his efforts.

A motion was made by Councilmember Remiker, seconded by Councilmember Shimulunas, to express the City’s support for efforts to raise funds to erect a permanent memorial to Sgt. Miller and to cooperate with Major General Zadalis and local veterans’ groups in planning for its placement in Two Rivers Central Park.  Upon a voice vote, motion carried.    

Presentation by Pamela Stephens and Rick Henrickson of Two Rivers American Legion Post 165, Regarding Proposed Placement of Wisconsin Historic Marker at Woodland Wayside, Commemorating the Historic Designation of STH 42 Between Two Rivers and Manitowoc as “American Legion Memorial Drive”

Pamela Stephens and Rick Henrickson, representatives of Two Rivers American Legion Post 165, requested approval of the City Council to place a Wisconsin Historic Marker at the Woodland Wayside commemorating the historic designation of STH 42 between Two Rivers and Manitowoc as “American Legion Memorial Drive” as that was the original name in 1928.  
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A motion was made by Councilmember Andrews, seconded by Councilmember England, to authorize the placement of such signage and to cooperate with American Legion post 165 in its installation.  Upon a voice vote, motion carried.

Resolution Seeking Assistance from WI Department of Natural Resources Grant Programs for Development of Shoreline Improvements (Public Boat Ramp, Public Marina and Support Facilities)

A motion was made by Councilmember Gonnerman, seconded by Councilmember England, to waive reading and adopt the Resolution.  Upon a roll call vote, Ayes (9) Patrick Gagnon, Erin Gonnerman, William LeClair, Jack Powalisz, Jay Remiker, Bonnie Shimulunas, Curt Andrews, Mark Bittner, David England; Noes (0) None.  Motion carried.  
At this point in the meeting, the City Council began meeting in joint session with the Business and Industrial Development Committee and Community Development Authority; those bodies started their meeting at 5:15 PM and recessed until this time in the meeting.

Chairman Coenen asked for a motion to reconvene the Business and Industrial Development Committee and Community Development Authority meeting.

At 7:00 PM, a motion was made Richard Klinkner, seconded by Don Karman, to reconvene the Business and Industrial Development Committee and Community Development Authority meeting.  Upon a voice vote. Motion carried.  At this time, the City Council and BIDC/CDA met in joint session.

Reconvene in Open Session BIDC/CDA
At 8:45 PM, a motion was made by Committee Member Dick Klinkner, seconded by Keith Lyons, to reconvene in open session.  Upon a voice vote, motion carried.

Reconvene in Open Session City Council to consider possible action in follow-up to closed session discussions
At 8:45 PM, a motion was made by Councilmember David England, seconded by Councilmember William LeClair, to reconvene in open session.  Upon a voice vote, motion carried.

A motion was then made by Councilmember England, seconded by Councilmember LeClair, to authorize the expenditure for installation of heaters for a cost of $70,000 with Schaus Heating.
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A friendly amendment to the motion by Councilmember Remiker, seconded by Councilmember Andrews, to seal off Section “A” of the Paragon Building and not heat the entire building.  Upon a voice vote, motion carried.

Adjournment of the Business and Industrial Development Committee
At 8:45 PM, a motion was made by Darla LeClair, seconded by Curt Andrews, to adjourn the Business and Industrial Development Committee.  Upon a voice vote, motion carried.

At this time the City Council continued with their meeting.  Councilmember Powalisz excused himself from the meeting at 8:45 PM.
Discuss possible second amendment to the Project Plan for Tax Incremental District No. 8

Mr. Buckley discussed a possible second amendment to the TIF #8 as there is another $620,000 that could be used for TIF eligible activities to fund public street/utility infrastructure in the area within .05 mile of TID 8’s boundaries.  Mr. Buckley stated he contacted Attorney Brian Lanser of Quarles & Brady and it was his opinion that TIF funds can be used to assist property owners with private side lead service lateral replacement, provided City Council would pass a policy resolution that identified lead-containing water services to be a public health hazard.  Mr. Buckley suggested the City allow grants in the amount of $2,500 for property owners who would need assistance inside the .05 mile boundary.
Discussion took place.  Councilmember Bittner stated that he was not in favor of this suggestion and to use the available money within the whole city for public infrastructure. 
It was the consensus of the Council, to direct Staff and the Plan Commission to proceed with activities necessary to prepare Amendment No. 2 to the Project Plan for Tax Incremental District no. 8 to potentially assist with additional public infrastructure investment and to provide direct grants to assist with Business Development.  Mr. Buckley stated he will draft the Resolution and present it at the November 4, 2019 City Council meeting.
