2. State Budget

$87 Billion biennial budget passed both houses of the WI Legislature last 
week—is now on the governor’s desk
--Includes about $3.3 billion in State tax cuts
--Repeals personal property tax; provides $202 million to offset the revenue impact to

local taxing entities
--Increases local transportation aids by 2 percent in each year of the budget
--Includes a one-time allocation of $100 million for Local Road Improvement Program

(LRIP), including $25.4 million for cities
--No change in funding for Shared Revenues or Expenditure Restraint
--No change to local property tax LEVY LIMITS

3. State Legislation on Public Safety Maintenance Effort—League 
of Municipalities urges Governor Evers to veto

From the League of Muncipalities’ June 28 Legislative Bulletin:

•SB 119, Mandating Maintenance of Effort on Public Safety Spending. The bill, which applies only to 
communities that regularly employ and retain 30 or more law enforcement officers, paid fire 
department members, or emergency medical responders, reduces the amount of shared revenue a 
municipality receives if the municipality decreases its budget for hiring, training, and retaining law 
enforcement officers, paid fire department members, or emergency medical responders, as 
compared with the previous year’s budget. Sen. Wanggaard (R-Racine) and Rep. Spiros (R-
Marshfield) introduced this bill, which both houses passed by near party line votes. The League 
opposes this bill and has asked the Governor to veto it. Read the League's veto letter here. Action 
Step: Municipal officials from communities affected by this bill are urged to ask the Governor to 
veto SB 119.
