In reply to a question at the September 18 meeting
from Council member Dahlke, we do not have an
exact figure, because:

A. There is currently a single meter for the pavilion
building and the splash pad.

B. Following sod installation, a lot of water flowed
through the pavilion meter for irrigation.

Staff's best estimate is 12,000 to 20,000 gallons per
day, which equates to a water bill of $65-110 per
day of operation. A separate meter for the splash
pad is being installed this Fall , so exact numbers will
be available in 2024.
