• McMahon has submitted applications to Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources (WDNR) and US Army 
Corp of Engineers (USACOE) for permission to fill wetlands. 

• WDNR's initial response is that they believe that the development can avoid wetlands and is awaiting further 
alternative analysis.
