Review and Approval of Minutes – Motion by John Casavant, seconded by Erin Gonnerman, to accept and file minutes as presented.  Motion carried upon unanimous voice vote
Public Input
Waste Water Utility:  Superintendent Update – max flow @ 7 MGD +/- due to heavy rains; flows are decreasing; high flows will impact CMAR (DNR Report) grade
Service Lateral replacements along 27th Street

Additional locations

Consideration and Action – replacing sewer and water service laterals; not replacing sewer and water mains; work will require replacement of lead, and lead contaminated, services to house; also, recommending installation of back water sewer valves to reduce potential of sewer back up. Consensus from committee to replace sanitary and water services, up to the house, with property owner costs for private sewer and water services to be financed similar to city’s Special Assessment procedures. 
Water Utility:   Updates from Director – Madison/DNR-reviewing/approving new type of water filter membranes; Water Dept. will also be requesting permission for remote access to some plant controls with provisions for hacking prevention

- Intake – quote for $345,000 to clean water intake

  - Current funding for replacement of lead contaminated private water services give 30 days (or  some time frame) to elect if they want work for $2500 DNR funding, as available.
Electric / Telecommunications Utilities:  Updates from Director
Select date and time for Electric Utility Tour – tour to take place with Citizen Academy on September 19th, 6-9:00pm
Discussion and Action regarding truck purchase (in budget) - Order line truck - $200,000 in capital plan; needs to be ordered w/300-day order time; it is already in capital plan; currently have 2 line trucks; will be replacing a 2006 model truck.  
Motion made by Erin Gonnerman, seconded by John Casavant, to recommend to Two Rivers Water & Light Utility to purchase Line truck with a net cost of approximately $195,000. Motion carried upon unanimous voice vote.
Storm Water Utility:  Updates and Action
EPA Grant – Constructed Wetland at Beach – proposed storm water improvement at 22nd and Neshotah.  DNR notified city of requirements such as sand sediment migration which may still not be approved.
Other issues – threatened/endangered plant species; staff is looking at moving project location to end of Washington St/Public Works area where DNR has defined, and approved a bulkhead line.
Storm Water Outlet Issues with WDNR
Vet’s Park Storm Sewer & Asphalt Pkg – need to bid out this year
Requests for laterals – Consideration and Action 

     -12th & Parkway - request mini storm
     -require to place along entire block and provide for assessments

     -storm utility connection fee/cost for storm service lateral about $1,000, based on costs on     previous projects

WDNR Inspection Issues


New Monitoring Well – or – provide public water to residence
· old landfill (North of Golfview Dr & Riverview Dr): tests have indicated VOC contaminants in monitoring well upgradient of Klein residential well; options include installation of additional monitoring well to determine if contaminants are moving, with an estimated cost of $38,000 over the next 5-10 years, or  to run city water from CTH VV 400’ with hydrant and run 2” water service up to Klein property line ≈ $40,000.  Staff noted that the City does not own the former landfill but City has environmental liability.
Concensus by Committee to have City staff to approach land owners to discuss options to provide water service in lieu of monitoring wells.
